John Rippon pastored Carterôs Lane Baptist Church in 
London for 63 years, beginning in 1775. He was born in 
1751, so he was in his mid-twenties when he first mounted 
the Carterôs Lane pulpit following his education at the 
Baptist College in Bristol, England. 

During the years of Carterôs Lane, John developed a vision 
for a church hymnal, which he edited, assisted by his 
Minister of Music, Robert Keene. The resulting volume, A 
Selection of Hymns from the Best Authors, Intended to Be 
an Appendix to Dr. Wattsô Psalms and Hymns, was 
published in 1787.  It was a runaway hit, especially among 
the Baptists, going through eleven British editions during 
Ripponôs lifetime. An American edition appeared in 1820. 

ñHow Firm a Foundationò first appeared here. No one 
knows its author, for the line reserved for the authorôs 
name simply bore the letter ñK.ò Many scholars attribute the 
composition to Keene.  

The unique power of this hymn is due to the fact that each 
of the seven original stanzas were based on various 
biblical promises. The first verse established the hymnistôs 
themeðGodôs Word is sufficient foundation for our faith. 
The author then selected precious promises from the Bible, 
and converted these into hymn stanzas. No wonder this 
hymn was first published under the title, ñExceedingly 
Great and Precious Promises!ò

Stewardship 

As of April 30, total revenues were $48 less than budget, 
and expenditures were $2,021 over budget. 

 

The expenditures include a lump sum payment of $2,875 
to send eleven young folks to summer camp. The parents 
reimburse SACC one half of the cost.  However, the 
budgeted expense is currently annualized over 12 months, 
giving the appearance that we are out of line budget-wise. 

I would 
also like to thank Nancy Daniel, Debbie Gondolf, Brett 
Malott, Randy Smithson, Cindy Whitten, and John 
Wilbanks for serving as members of the Stewardship 
committee.  

Pam Wilson and Nancy Daniel have revised and updated 
the financials. Fund balances now reflect improved clarity 
and accuracy. Additionally, account names have been 
updated to better reflect content, and accounts no longer 
needed have been eliminated. The revisions will be 
appreciated by all who use the financials. 

In developing the theme for this year;s pledge campaign, 
we will be tying in with the ñReal Life Evangelism Seriesò 
being presented by Pastor Randy (See Pastorôs Note).  

Sunday June 27, we are planning a joint Stewardship 
Education Program featuring a Dave Ramsey video in 
conjunction with a 6:00 P.M. cookout.
